This wa
by far the largest amount raised by any organization who participated with the Military Order of the Purpl:
Heart to raise the funds to send ALL of our service men and women who are in the two hospitals, espe
cially dedicated to wounded service people from the Iraq and Afghanistan Wars. | want to offer my per
sonal thanks to all those who assisted in this worthwhile program. We were able to send 119 (all) of tt
Wounded Warriors in these two hospitals home for the Christmas Holiday season. In addition we hav
funds enough left over to be able so send any of these warriors home in case of a death in the family. \
have already had two of these family deaths since January 1; in both cases we sent the Wounded Wal
home immediately.
